ORDER SUSPENDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE


On July 18, 2003, EZ Talk Communications, LLC, filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an application for approval of an interconnection and resale agreement with Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri.  On August 6, 2003, members of the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group filed an application to intervene, opposing the agreement and requesting that a hearing be held.  The Commission granted intervention to the MITG on September 15, 2003.  The Staff of the Commission filed a proposed procedural schedule, which was adopted on September 18, 2003.

On September 19, 2003, the MITG filed a Motion to Cancel Procedural Schedule and Withdraw Opposition to Traffic Termination Agreement.  MITG states that EZ Talk has informed MITG that “no toll tariff will be originated by EZ Talk and transited to the MITG companies under the auspices of this Agreement.”  The Commission will suspend the procedural schedule while this motion is pending.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the proposed procedural schedule is suspended pending further Commission order.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 2, 2003.
