ORDER DIRECTING FILINGS 

On July 18, 2003, Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group (MITG) filed its brief regarding issues raised at the prehearing conference.  At the bottom of page 3 of the brief, MITG refers to a decision of the Federal Communications Commission but does not provide the name of this case nor its citation.  Likewise, at the top of page 4, MITG references a Kansas Corporation Commis​sion decision but does not provide either the case name or its citation.  The Commission will direct MITG to file a supplemental pleading providing this information.

In addition, the Commission notes that Sprint Missouri, Inc., and ICG Telecom Group, Inc., filed an amendment to their proposed interconnection agreement on July 21, 2003.  Due to the rapidly approaching operation of law date, the Commission will direct that any responses to the amendment be filed expeditiously.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than July 23, 2003, the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group shall file a supplemental pleading as directed above.

2. That no later than July 23, 2003, any party may file a response to the July 21, 2003 amendment to the interconnection agreement.

3. That this order shall become effective on July 23, 2003.
