ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE

On June 5, 2003, Sprint Missouri, Inc., filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission for approval of its Interconnection Agreement with Comm South Companies, Inc. d/b/a Missouri Comm South, Inc., under the provisions of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.  On June 11, 2003, the Commission, finding that Comm South is a necessary party to this matter, added Comm South as a party.

On June 25, 2003, the Commission issued an order setting this matter for a prehearing conference on July 11, 2003.  Comm South failed to appear at the prehearing conference.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.116 states:

A party may be dismissed from a case for failure to comply with any order issued by the commission, including failure to appear at any scheduled proceeding such as a public hearing, prehearing conference, hearing or mediation session. 

Because Comm South has failed to comply with a Commission order, requiring Comm South to attend the scheduled prehearing conference, the Commission will dismiss Comm South as a party to this matter unless reason to do otherwise is brought before the Commission.  Furthermore, because Comm South is a necessary party to this matter the Commission will, upon dismissing Comm South as a party, also dismiss this case.

Comm South, having failed to comply with a Commission order by failing to appear at the prehearing conference, will be required to file a pleading showing good cause as to why the Commission should not dismiss Comm South as party to this matter.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Comm South Companies, Inc., d/b/a Missouri Comm South, Inc., shall file a pleading not later than July 18, 2003, stating good cause as to why it should not be dismissed as a party to this matter.

That this order shall become effective on July 18, 2003.
