ORDER CANCELING HEARING AND PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On June 4, 2003, Sprint Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Sprint, filed an application for approval of an interconnection and resale agreement between Sprint and ICG Telecom Group, Inc.  The Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group (MITG) and the Small Telephone Company Group (STCG) filed applications to intervene and requests for a hearing on June 19 and June 23, respectively.  The Commission granted intervention to MITG and STCG by order issued July 8, 2003.  On July 21, Sprint filed a Revised Amend​ment No. 1 to the interconnection agreement.  MITG and STCG filed responses on July 23, indicating that they still opposed the amended interconnection agreement.

On July 25, the Commission issued an Order Granting Requests for Hearing, Adopting Procedural Schedule, and Granting Leave to Amend.  Among other things, the order directed the parties to file testimony on July 31, and scheduled a hearing for August 5‑6. 

MITG and STCG filed a joint motion on July 28, requesting that the Commission cancel the hearing and allow MITG and STCG to withdraw their opposition to the amended interconnection agreement.  The motion indicates that upon further review, MITG and STCG have determined that their concerns regarding the interconnection agreement have been satisfactorily addressed and that an evidentiary hearing is no longer required.  MITG and STCG also request that they be allowed to remain parties for purposes of receiving further pleadings and orders in this case.  The intervenors indicate that Sprint, ICG, and the Commission’s Staff have no opposition to the motion. 

On July 29, the Commission issued an order suspending the procedural schedule and  directing the Office of the Public Counsel to file, by July 30, either (a) its response to the intervenors’ motion, or (b) a status report indicating the date upon which Public Counsel will file its response.  Public Counsel filed its response on July 30, indicating that it concurs in the joint motion to cancel the hearing and has no objection to the withdrawal of the opposition to the interconnection agreement. 

The Commission finds that MITG and STCG should be allowed to withdraw their opposition to the amended interconnection agreement and that the hearing scheduled for August 5‑6 should be canceled.  The Commission will address the approval or rejection of that amended interconnection agreement in a separate order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group is granted leave to withdraw its opposition to the amended interconnection agreement between Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint, and ICG Telecom Group, Inc.

2. That the Small Telephone Company Group is granted leave to withdraw its opposition to the amended interconnection agreement between Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint, and ICG Telecom Group, Inc.

3. That the procedural schedule is canceled, including the hearing scheduled for August 5‑6, 2003.

4. That this order shall become effective on August 5, 2003.
