ORDER GRANTING REQUEST FOR 

EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE STIPULATION

On November 5, 2004, the City of Hannibal, Missouri, and Public Water Supply District No. 1 of Ralls County, Missouri, filed a Joint Application requesting that the Commission find that the proposed Territorial Agreement is not detrimental to the public interest and approve the Territorial Agreement.  

Then, to allow the Commission time for a possible hearing to determine whether it should grant the application, the Commission ordered the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule.  The parties did so on December 8.  That schedule stated that the parties anticipated filing a Stipulation and Agreement no later than December 23.

On December 23, the Staff of the Commission, on all the parties’ behalf,  filed its Request for Extension of Time to File Stipulation.  Staff explained that the press of business prevented the parties from completing that agreement.  Staff asks the Commission to allow the parties until December 30 to file that agreement.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties ten days to respond to motions.  But because Staff filed the motion on the other parties’ behalf, the Commission will not wait ten days for responses.  The Commission takes up Staff’s motion, finds it reasonable, and will grant it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission’s Request for Extension of Time to File Stipulation is granted.

2. That the parties shall file their Stipulation and Agreement no later than December 30, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 27, 2004.
