ORDER GRANTING THE APPLICATION OF THE MISSOURI INDUSTRIAL ENERGY CONSUMERS TO INTERVENE OUT OF TIME
On October 31, 2003, a group of companies calling themselves the Missouri Industrial Energy Consumers (MIEC)
 filed an application to intervene out of time.  MIEC’s application asserts that its member companies are large customers of Missouri-American Water Company and that the rates, terms, and conditions of the water service they receive may be affected by this case.  MIEC asserts that as a group of large customers of Missouri-American, its interests are different from those of the general public.    

MIEC filed its application to intervene after September 29, 2003, the date established by the Commission for intervention.  MIEC indicates that it will accept the record as it stands and that its intervention will not prejudice any party.  MIEC represents that it has spoken with the attorneys representing each of the other parties and that none of those parties object to MIEC’s request to intervene out of time.     

The Commission has reviewed MIEC’s application to intervene out of time and finds that it is in compliance with Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4).  The Commission further

finds that MIEC has an interest in this matter that is different from that of the general public, and that there is good cause to permit MIEC to intervene out of time.  The Commission concludes that MIEC’s application to intervene should be granted.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Application to Intervene Out of Time filed by the Missouri Industrial Energy Consumers is granted.

That this order shall become effective on November 3, 2003.
