PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), on its own behalf and on behalf of Public Water Supply District No. 1 of Ralls County, Missouri (“District”), the City of Hannibal, Missouri (‘City”), and the Office of the Public Counsel (“OPC”), by and through Counsel, and states the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission ("Commission"):

1.
On September 29, 2003, the District and the City ("Joint Applicants") filed a Joint Application for Approval of three Territorial Agreements ("Joint Application") with the Commission, seeking Commission approval of these Territorial Agreements.  A copy of the subject territorial agreement was attached to the Joint Application.

2.
On September 30, 2003, the Commission issued its Order and Notice (“Notice Order”), which required that notice of the Joint Application be given to the County Commission of Marion County, the members of the General Assembly representing persons residing in Marion County and the newspapers and other media that serve Marion County.  The Commission's Notice Order also set October 30, 2003, as the date by which interested parties were to file applications to intervene or requests for hearing with the Commission.

3.
No party submitted an application for intervention or a request for hearing in this case on or before October 30, 2003, nor has any party submitted a late-filed application for intervention or request for hearing as of the date of this Stipulation.

4.
On September 30, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Setting Prehearing Conference and Requiring Proposed Procedural Schedule ("Scheduling Order") setting November 13, 2003, as the date for a prehearing conference, and directing the Joint Applicants, the Staff and the OPC (“Parties”) to jointly file a proposed procedural schedule on or before November 20, 2003.

5.
On November 13, 2003, the Parties attended the prehearing conference as scheduled and agreed upon the following matters: (a) that a stipulation in this case was likely; and (b) a proposed procedural schedule for presentation of the stipulation and for the hearing.  

6.
As a part of their Stipulation, the Parties agree that the only testimony to be provided in this case will be provided by the Staff during the required evidentiary hearing.

7.
Based upon the above, the Parties hereby propose the following procedural schedule, which will allow the Commission to rule on the Joint Application within 120 days after the filing of the Joint Application, as required by Section 247.172.2, RSMo 2000.
