ORDER AND NOTICE OF APPLICATION

This order provides notice of Missouri-American Water Company’s request to serve the City of Kirkwood.  It also sets a period for the filing of intervention requests.

On February 24, 2005, Missouri-American asked that the Commission approve its agreement with the City of Kirkwood.  That agreement would allow Missouri-American to build transmission mains and points of delivery, as well as to sell and deliver water to the city.  In addition, Missouri-American filed a related tariff sheet, bearing an effective date of March 26, 2005. 

The Commission finds that it should notify potentially interested parties, and that it should set an intervention date.  The Data Center of the Commission shall provide notice of this application to the City of Kirkwood, and to all the parties in Missouri-American’s most recent rate case, Case No. WR-2003-0500.  In addition, the Commission’s Public Information Office shall make notice of this order available to the media and the members of the General Assembly serving the City of Kirkwood.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Data Center of the Missouri Public Service Commission is ordered to serve notice on the City of Kirkwood, and to all parties in Commission Case No. WR-2003-0500.
2. That the Information Officer of the Missouri Public Service Commission is ordered to make notice of this application available to the media and the members of the General Assembly serving the City of Kirkwood, Missouri.
