ORDER AND NOTICE 

On October 4, 2004, the City of Centralia, Missouri ,and Public Water Supply District No. 10 of Boone County, Missouri, filed a joint application for approval of an amendment to a territorial agreement pursuant to Section 247.172, RSMo, 2000.

Applicants state that the amendment is not detrimental to the public interest because the amendment will transfer one residential home from the District water service area to the City’s water service area.  Currently, the home is adjacent to the City’s service area and is served only by well water.  Although the home is within the District’s service area, it is not near the District’s water lines, making it impractical for the District to service the home.  Furthermore, no existing customers of either Applicant will be affected.

Notice of this Application should be sent to interest persons, an intervention date set and an expedited procedural schedule established, as the Commission must rule on the Application within 120 days from October 4, 2004 (February 1, 2005), unless otherwise order by the Commission for good cause shown.

The Commission determines that notice of this Application should be given by the Commission’s Data Center sending a copy of this order to the County Commissions of Audrain and Boone Counties.  The Commission further determines that the Information Office of the Commission shall make this Order and Notice available to the members of the General Assembly who represent constituents in Boone and Audrain Counties and to the newspapers and other media which serve Applicants’ service areas.

Persons wishing to intervene shall have 20 days from the date of this order to file with the Secretary of the Commission an application to intervene and shall send a copy of the application to intervene to all parties as directed below.

The Commission will set a scheduling conference in this matter as directed below and will require the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule.  At the scheduling conference, the parties should be prepared to discuss dates for an evidentiary hearing.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission’s Data Center shall send a copy of this order, with a copy of the Application attached, to the County Commissions of Boone and Audrain Counties, Missouri.

2. That the Commission’s Information Officer is directed to provide notice to the members of the General Assembly representing the Applicants’ service areas and to the newspapers that serve Applicants’ service areas as listed in the newspaper directory of the current Office Manual of the State of Missouri.

3. That any interested party wishing to intervene in this case shall file an application to intervene on or before October 28, 2004, with

4. That any response to an application to intervene shall be filed no later than November 3, 2004.

5. That a scheduling conference shall be held on October 20, 2004, beginning at 2:00 p.m.  The scheduling conference shall be held in Room 305, located in the office of the Missouri Public Service Commission in Jefferson City, Missouri, on the main floor of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street.  The Governor Office Building meets the accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. 7. That the parties shall file a proposed procedural schedule no later than October 27, 2004, and such procedural schedule shall provide for an evidentiary hearing to take place on or before December 20, 2004.
