ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On January 6, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a procedural schedule on behalf of the parties.  It appears reasonable and the Commission will adopt it.  The following conditions will apply to the procedural schedule. 

(A) The Commission’s general policy provides for the filing of the transcript within two weeks after the hearing.  If any party seeks to expedite the filing of the transcript, such request shall be tendered in writing to the Presiding Judge at least five days prior to the date of the hearing.

(B) All pleadings briefs and amendments shall be filed in accordance with 4 CSR 240-2.080.

(C) All parties are required to bring an adequate number of copies of exhibits that they intend to offer into evidence at the hearing.  If an exhibit has been prefiled, only three copies of the exhibit are necessary for the court reporter.  If an exhibit has not been prefiled, the party offering it should bring, in addition to the three copies for the court reporter, copies for the five Commissioners, the Presiding Judge, and all counsel.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following procedural schedule is adopted for this case, subject to the conditions discussed above:
