ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER AND CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF OF LAKEWOOD MANOR

In an order issued on March 12, 2004, the Commission authorized AquaSource/RU Incorporated to purchase the assets of Lakewood Manor, Limited.  The Commission also granted AquaSource a certificate of convenience and necessity to serve Lakewood Manor’s former customers in a service territory located in Barry County, Missouri.  The Commission’s order directed AquaSource to file tariff sheets describing the service area it will serve and the rates it will charge.  

On March 29, AquaSource filed a tariff with an effective date of April 28.  Staff filed its recommendation on April 20, confirming that the tariff complies with the Commission’s previous order.  Staff recommends that the Commission approve the tariff to become effective on April 28.  Staff also recommends that the Commission cancel Lakewood Manor’s certificate and tariff at the same time it approves AquaSource’s tariff.  No other party has filed a recommendation. 

Based on Staff’s recommendation, the Commission determines that AquaSource’s tariff complies with the Commission’s order, and will be approved.  Furthermore, Lakewood Manor’s certificate and tariff will be canceled.    

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff filed March 29, 2004, and assigned Tariff No. YW-2004-1167, is approved to become effective on April 28, 2004:
