ORDER DENYING APPLICATION FOR SUBPOENAS FOR FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH COMMISSION RULES

On October 21, 2002, a representative of Hancock Construction appeared at the offices of the Commission and orally requested that the Commission issue several subpoenas and subpoenas duces tecum to compel witnesses to appear for the hearing in this matter scheduled for October 24, 2002.  This oral request for subpoenas does not comply with several aspects of Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.100.  In particular, subsection 1 of that rule requires that a request for a subpoena or a subpoena duces tecum be filed on the form provided by the Commission.  It also requires that a request of subpoena duces tecum specify the particular document or record to be produced and requires that the request state the reasons why the production is believed to be material and relevant.  Furthermore, subsection 2 of that rule requires that a subpoena or subpoena duces tecum shall not be issued fewer than twenty days before a hearing unless good cause is shown.  

Hancock Construction’s request for issuance of subpoenas and subpoenas duces tecum does not comply with these requirements and it will therefore be denied.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That Hancock Construction’s request for the issuance of subpoenas and subpoenas duces tecum is denied.
