ORDER ADOPTING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

The Commission has suspended a tariff filed by Missouri-American Water Company that would establish an Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharge.  As ordered by the Commission, the parties attended a prehearing conference on October 8.  On October 14, the Commission’s Staff, acting on behalf of all the parties, filed a proposed procedural schedule.  

The schedule recommended by the parties does not call for the submission of prefiled testimony, nor does it request a formal evidentiary hearing.  Instead, the proposed schedule would have the Staff file a report on October 31, as it is required to do by statute. The other parties – Missouri Energy Group and the Office of the Public Counsel – could also file reports on that date.  Missouri-American would respond to those reports by November 10 and the other parties would reply by November 14.  Thereafter, the schedule calls for an on-the-record presentation, to be held on November 19, at which the Commission may inquire of the parties and require witnesses to testify under oath if it so desires.  

The parties explain that this unusual schedule is appropriate because the primary issues will be legal rather than factual and that therefore prefiled testimony is neither necessary nor beneficial.  Furthermore, the parties indicate that the time constraints found in the controlling statute, which require that the Commission decide this case by December 31, do not allow enough time to have a full evidentiary hearing.  

The Commission finds that the procedural schedule proposed by the parties is appropriate.  However, November 19 is not available on the Commission’s calendar.  Therefore, the on-the-record presentation will be scheduled for November 21.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following procedural schedule is established:
