ORDER DIRECTING PARTIES TO FILE A PROPOSED

PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
Consolidated Public Water Supply District No. 1 of Boone County, Missouri, and the City of Ashland, Missouri, filed a joint application on January 25, 2005, asking the Commission to approve a territorial agreement.  On January 26, the Commission issued an order directing that notice of the joint application be given to the public and to other prospective parties.  That order established an intervention deadline of February 15.  No additional party has asked to intervene.
So that they may advise the Commission on how they wish to proceed, the parties will be directed to jointly file a proposed procedural schedule by March 3. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the parties to this case – Consolidated Public Water Supply District No. 1 of Boone County, Missouri; the City of Ashland, Missouri; the Staff of the Commission; and the Office of the Public Counsel – shall jointly prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule no later than March 3, 2005.   

2. That this order shall become effective on February 22, 2005.
