ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A LIST OF ISSUES

On October 16, 2003, the Commission adopted a procedural schedule that directed the parties to file competing reports and scheduled an on-the-record presentation on November 21.  The Commission’s Staff filed its report on October 31 and Missouri-American Water Company filed its report on November 10.  Responsive reports are due on November 14.  Based on the reports filed by Staff and Missouri-American, there are substantial areas of disagreement that the Commission will need to address at the on-the-record presentation.  To assist the Commission in preparing for that on-the-record presentation, the parties will be ordered to prepare and file a list of issues.  Staff will be directed to file the list of issues but all parties are directed to cooperate with Staff in the preparation of that list.     

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That, no later than 1:00 p.m. on November 18, 2003, the Staff of the Commission shall file a list of issues to be addressed at the on-the-record presentation scheduled for November 21, 2003.  
2. That all parties are ordered to cooperate with the Staff of the Commission in preparing the list of issues ordered in paragraph 1.
