ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF RECOMMENDATION

In a Report and Order issued on December 16, 2003, the Commission rejected a tariff filed by Missouri-American Water Company to implement an Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharge (ISRS).  The Commission, however, authorized Missouri-American to file a tariff to impose an ISRS that is sufficient to recover appropriate pre-tax revenues as determined by the Commission in that Report and Order.

On December 22, Missouri-American filed a tariff that purports to comply with the Commission’s Report and Order.  That tariff carries an effective date of January 21, 2004, but Missouri-American filed a motion for expedited treatment along with its tariff requesting that the tariff be approved to become effective on December 31, so that the ISRS can go into effect on December 31, as permitted by the controlling statute.  

If the Commission is to act expeditiously on Missouri-American’s tariff it will need to have a prompt recommendation from its Staff regarding whether the proposed tariff complies with the Commission’s Report and Order.  Therefore, the Commission will direct its Staff to file a recommendation no later than 1:00 p.m. on December 30, 2003.  Any other party that wishes to file a recommendation must do so by the same time.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That not later than December 30, 2003, at 1:00 p.m., the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation indicating whether Missouri-American Water Company’s proposed tariff to implement an Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharge complies with the Commission’s Report and Order issued on December 16, 2003.  

2.
That any other party that wishes to file a recommendation indicating whether Missouri-American Water Company’s proposed tariff to implement an Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharge complies with the Commission’s Report and Order issued on December 16, 2003, shall do so no later than December 30, 2003, at 1:00 p.m.

3.
That this order shall become effective on December 29, 2003.
