ORDER TERMINATING IXC CERTIFICATE 

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

On April 4, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed with the Commission its motion to open a case and cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of Telecommunications Cooperative Network, d/b/a TCN, Inc.  This order grants that motion.

In its motion, Staff stated that the Commission had granted TCN a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services in case number TA‑2000‑220 on December 14, 1996.  

On March 18, 2003, Staff received a letter from Laura Litwinetz, Acting Controller for TCN, notifying the Commission of TCN’s “voluntary surrender of certification/authority to do business” in Missouri.  The letter from TCN, attached as Exhibit A to Staff’s motion, further stated, “TCN ceased operating in Missouri as of December 31, 2002 and has no intention of resuming operations in your jurisdiction” and “all customers for long-distance services in Missouri have been terminated and that there are no open disputes or problems.”   

No one responded to Staff’s motion.

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Sec​tion 392.410.5,
 which states, “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that both the certificate of service authority granted to and accompanying tariff approved for TCN in case number TA‑2000‑220 should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That both the certificate of service authority granted to and accompanying tariff approved for Telecommunications Cooperative Network, d/b/a TCN, Inc., in case number TA‑2000‑220, will be canceled on April 25, 2003.

That this order will become effective on April 25, 2003.

That this case may be closed on April 26, 2003.
