AMERENUE’S MOTION FOR CLARIFICATION OF ORDER ON REHEARING
COMES NOW AmerenUE, by its undersigned attorneys, and in support of its Motion, states as follows:

1.
Subject to a needed clarification, the Commission’s Order approving the Metro East transfer makes it possible to complete the transfer (and the Pinckneyville and Kinmundy CTG transfers) which allows timely service to Noranda Aluminum, Inc. (Noranda).
  The Company believes it is unlikely that all necessary regulatory approvals could be obtained in time to complete the transfer by April 22, 2005 (the deadline given by Noranda to AmerenUE by which AmerenUE is required to advise Noranda of its intent and ability to serve them) or even by June 1, 2005 when service to Noranda would begin.

The Company understands the object of the Commission’s requirement that the first JDA amendment be made as a condition of the Metro East transfer is to ensure that the ratepayer benefits from the first JDA amendment will in fact be realized effective when the transfer is made.  The Company is in full and complete agreement with that objective.

To ensure the Commission’s condition to the transfer is fully upheld, the Company has a suggestion that ensures ratepayers receive 100% of the benefits the first JDA amendment is designed to produce, while also allowing the Metro East transfer to close promptly which in turn allows (again on the assumption that the Commission approves the Company’s Noranda Application) timely service to Noranda.  Specifically, the Company requests the Commission to clarify its Order to provide that the Company may complete the Metro East transfer prior to receipt of all regulatory approvals necessary to effectuate the first JDA amendment, and also provide that for ratemaking purposes, the first JDA amendment shall be deemed to have been made by the Company as of the date the Metro East transfer is closed. The Commission should clarify that the Company shall quantify and maintain accounting records of the impact the first JDA amendment would have had if the said amendment had been in effect on the date of the Metro East transfer. With those clarifications, the Company’s Missouri revenue requirement will be calculated as if any necessary approvals had been obtained effective on the date of the transfer, meaning that Missouri ratepayers will obtain their entire share of profits from off-system sales based upon generating output and not based upon load, resulting in a greater share of profits to AmerenUE.

The Company desires to be absolutely clear:  the Company is not expressing dissatisfaction with the Commission’s February 10 Order, does not seek to change it in any substantive way, is in full agreement with the first JDA amendment, and is willing to make sure ratepayers receive the benefits of that amendment effective as of the closing of the Metro East transfer.  Given Noranda-related timing considerations, however,  the Company needs the clarification sought herein.  
WHEREFORE, the Company hereby respectfully requests that the Commission clarify its Order as requested in paragraph 3 hereof in the manner prescribed above.
