ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO FILE RESPONSE OUT OF TIME,

GRANTING ENTRIES OF APPEARANCE, AND GRANTING LEAVE

TO WITHDRAW

This order grants the motion of AT&T to file its comments one day out of time.  The order also grants the entries of appearance of J. Steve Weber and Rebecca B. DeCook and grants leave to withdraw as counsel to Paul S. DeFord.

On March 2, 2002, the Commission directed that responses to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s Motion to Update Attachment 17 of the Missouri 271 Interconnection Agreement (M2A) should be filed no later than April 11, 2002.  On April 12, 2002, AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., filed its comments.  AT&T simultaneously filed a motion requesting permission to file its comments one day out of time.  There were no objections to AT&T’s motion.  The Commission finds that the request is reasonable and will not prejudice any party to this action.  AT&T’s motion will be granted.

On April 18, 2002, Ms. DeCook entered her appearance as counsel for AT&T.  Ms. DeCook is not admitted to the Missouri Bar and the Commission considers her entry of appearance a request to appear pro hac vice under Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.040.  Ms. DeCook is a member in good standing of the State Bar of Colorado.  

Simultaneous with Ms. DeCook’s entry of appearance, Mr. Weber  entered his appearance as local counsel for AT&T.  Mr. Weber is a member of the Missouri Bar.  Ms. DeCook has designated Mr. Weber as her local counsel for purposes of this proceeding.

Also on April 18, 2002, Mr. DeFord filed a Withdrawal of Appearance as counsel for AT&T.

The Commission finds that the entries of appearance are in substantial compliance with the Commission’s rule and should be granted.  The Commission will also grant leave to withdraw as counsel to Mr. DeFord.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc.’s Motion to File One Day Out of Time is granted.

2. That the Response of AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s Motion to Update Attachment 17 of the Missouri 271 Interconnection Agreement (M2A) is accepted.

3. That the entry of appearance of Mr. J. Steve Weber on behalf of AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., is granted.

4. That the entry of appearance of Ms. Rebecca B. DeCook on behalf of AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., is granted.

5. That leave to withdraw as counsel on behalf of AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., is granted to Paul S. DeFord.

6. That this order shall become effective on June 4, 2002.
