ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO CANCEL CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

On November 14, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificate of service authority and tariff of American Telecommunications Enterprise, Inc.  Staff states that American was granted a certificate to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications service on May 10, 1994, in Case Number TA-94-258.  Staff also states that telecommunications companies are required to file an annual report with the Commission, pursuant to Sections 392.210 and 392.390.1, RSMo 2000.  Staff finally states that the company is required to keep the Commission informed of its current address and telephone number. 

Staff informs the Commission that American’s 2001 annual report form was returned by the post office as undeliverable.  Furthermore, Staff states that American was administratively dissolved on August 31, 1998, for failure to file an annual report.  Staff believes that American has violated the terms of its certificate by failing to keep the Commission informed of its current address and by failing to file its annual report

Staff refers the Commission to Section 392.410.5, RSMo 2000, which provides:

Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.

Staff moves the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of American.


Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2,080(15) allows parties not more than 10 days from the date of filing in which to respond to a pleading.  Staff filed its motion on November 14, 2002.  American has not filed any pleading opposing the motion, and the time for doing so has passed.


Based on the above, the Commission finds that American was administratively dissolved in 1998 and has not kept the Commission informed of its current address.  The Commission also finds that the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to cancel American’s certificate of service authority on November 14, 2002, and that American has not opposed Staff’s motion.  For these reasons, the certificate of service authority and the accompanying tariff of American are canceled.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the motion to cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff granted to American Telecommunications Enterprise, Inc., on May 10, 1994, in Case Number TA-94-258, shall be granted.

2. That the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff granted to American Telecommunications Enterprise, Inc., on May 10, 1994, in Case Number TA-94-258 shall be canceled.

That this order shall become effective on December 7, 2002.

That this case may be closed on December 8, 2002.
