ORDER TERMINATING IXC CERTIFICATE 

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

On February 11, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed with the Commission its motion to open a case and cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of America’s Tele‑Network Corporation.  This order grants that motion.

In its motion, Staff stated that the Commission had granted America’s Tele‑Network a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services in case number TA‑97‑433 on May 19, 1997.  

Staff stated that it had received a letter dated January 27, 2003, from America’s Tele‑Network’s counsel, which stated that America’s Tele‑Network “ceased operations at some point in the first quarter of 2001” and that “the company no longer exists, has had no operations for nearly two years and has paid all creditors it could pay with the resources that existed at the time it ceased its operations….”  America’s Tele‑Network’s counsel, according to Staff, further stated that any customers at the time were timely notified of the need for each of them to select another long distance provider and that America’s Tele‑Network has no revenues or property in any state.  Staff pointed out that counsel for America’s Tele‑Network requested cancellation of its certificate of service authority for interexchange telecommunications and its accompanying tariff.  Staff notes that America’s Tele‑Network has no amount due and owing to the Commission and that it owes no annual reports to the Commission.

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Sec​tion 392.410.5, which states, “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that both the certificate of service authority granted to and accompanying tariff approved for America’s Tele‑Network in case number TA‑97‑433 should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That both the certificate of service authority granted to and accompanying tariff approved for America’s Tele‑Network Corporation in case number TA‑97‑433 will be canceled on March 6, 2003.

That this order will become effective on March 6, 2003.

That this case may be closed on March 7, 2003.
