ORDER CLOSING CASE

Syllabus:  This order finds that no further Commission action is needed and administratively closes this case.

This case was opened at the request of the North American Numbering Plan Administrator on behalf of the Missouri Telecommunications Industry for approval of a relief plan for the 314 and 816 area codes.  The Commission ordered certain remedies and directed that cost recovery proposals be filed no later than March 22. 2002.  Various telecommunications companies requested additional time to complete their proposals and later withdrew their requests for special cost recovery.

At the direction of the Commission, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a status report.  Staff indicated that no further action in this case was needed by the Commission and requested that the case be closed.  Sprint Communica​tions Company, L.P., and Sprint Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Sprint, concurred with Staff’s recommendation.  GTE Midwest Incorporated d/b/a Verizon Midwest notified the Commission that it wished to withdraw from the case.  No other responses were filed.

Therefore, nothing further remains for Commission action in this case and the Commission finds that it should be closed.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the motion of the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to close this case is granted.

2. That the requests for cost recovery of Sprint Communications Company, L.P., and Sprint Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Sprint, are voluntarily dismissed.

3. That the request for cost recovery of Southwestern Bell Telephone Company  is voluntarily dismissed.

4. That the request to withdraw intervention of GTE Midwest Incorporated d/b/a Verizon Midwest is granted.

5. That any other motions not ruled upon are denied and any objections not ruled on are overruled.

6. That this order shall become effective on January 17, 2003.

That this case may be closed on January 18, 2003.
