STAFF’S MOTION FOR AN ORDER REGARDING 

SBC’S BATCH HOT CUT PROPOSAL


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and for its motion for an order regarding SBC’s batch hot cut proposal states:

1. In its November 5, 2003 order creating this case, the Commission, inter alia, directed SBC to “file its batch hot cut proposal no later than November 10, 2003, and … identify any differences between [that] proposal and [its proposal] made in Texas.”  

2. SBC filed a response on November 10, 2003 stating that it had attached as Exhibit D the batch hot cut proposal that filed with the Public Utility Commission of Texas on October 31, 2003 and a revised proposal distributed in connection with a batch hot cut collaborative workshop in Texas on November 7, 2003.  SBC further stated, “At this time, SBC Missouri intends to propose the same batch hot cut proposal it made in Texas, but reserves the right to modify its proposal as a result of collaborations in Texas or other states.”  SBC has filed no other pleadings in this case addressing its batch hot cut proposal to this Commission.

3.  According to the Public Utility Commission of Texas’ website, SBC filed a revised batch hot cut description with that commission on December 4, 2003 in project no. 27605.  A copy of that filing is attached hereto.

4. For efficiency in addressing the batch hot cut process issue in this case, the Staff proposes that the Commission (1) order SBC to file a pleading stating the batch hot cut process that it proposes be used in this state, (2) order the other parties, except Staff, to file their alternative proposals and their views on the adequacy of SBC’s proposal, and (3) order all parties, except Staff, to file their positions on whether a Missouri-specific batch hot cut process is appropriate and if workshops are needed for same, or if a regional batch hot cut process (encompassing Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Missouri and Arkansas) should be followed in this state.

WHEREFORE, the Staff moves the Commission to issue an order that directs:

(1) SBC to file a pleading stating the batch hot cut process that it proposes be used in this state, (2) the other parties, except Staff, to file their alternative proposals and their views on the adequacy of SBC’s proposal, and (3) all parties, except Staff, to file their positions on whether a Missouri-specific batch hot cut process is appropriate and if workshops are needed for same, or if a regional batch hot cut process (encompassing Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Missouri and Arkansas) should be followed in this state.
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
