ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

On April 5, 2004, New Florence Telephone Company filed a Petition for Suspension and Modification of Local Number Portability Obligations and Motion for Expedited Treatment.  With its Petition, New Florence filed a Motion for Protective Order, pursuant to Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.085.
