ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On July 14, 2004, Petitioners submitted post-hearing exhibit 26, entitled “Local Number Portability Intercept Information.”  This document provides the following information regarding Petitioners’ anticipated intercept message:

Message line intercept limitations are 60 seconds for the three Missouri TDS Companies.  Two TDS intercept boxes have box-specific language.  The third box does not, so TDS can record any message, but the other two require that TDS utilize the existing vocabulary of the box.  Portability or porting of numbers is not an element inherent in the language or vocabulary of these two boxes.   

The Commission requires further clarification on this matter.  Therefore, the Commission will direct that the Petitioners file a supplemental pleading clarifying this issue.  Specifically, the Commission is interested in having Petitioners implement an intercept message like the samples shown, on Post-hearing Exhibit 26, for either Green Hills Telephone Company or Holway Telephone Company.  If Petitioners are unable to implement an intercept message similar to either of these two examples, Petitioners should (1) clarify why this is not possible; and (2) specify what the intercept message would say for each of the TDS companies.    

As the Commission anticipates addressing this matter during its July 20, 2004 Agenda session, the Commission will direct that the Petitioners file their response expeditiously.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
That as soon as practicable, but no later than 12:00 p.m. on July 19, 2004, Petitioners are directed to file a supplemental response as directed above.  

That this order shall become effective on July 15, 2004.
