Recommendation Regarding Disposition of

Small Water Company Rate Increase Request

Comes Now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission ("Staff"), by and through Counsel, and for its Recommendation Regarding Disposition of Small Water Company Rate Increase Request states the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission ("Commission").

1.
On December 3, 2004, Roark Water & Sewer Company ("Company") filed proposed tariff revisions with the Commission for the purpose of implementing the provisions of a Company/Staff Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Water Company Rate Increase Request ("Disposition Agreement"), and the instant case was established.

2.
The Company and the Staff executed the above-referenced Disposition Agreement, which the Staff filed in this case on December 15, 2004, as a resolution of the Company's small company rate increase request ("Request") that was received at the Commission's offices on August 9, 2002.  The Company submitted its Request under the provisions of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-3.635, Water Utility Small Company Rate Increase Procedure ("Small Company Rate Increase Procedure").  Initially, the Company's Request was assigned Tracking No. QW-2003-0005.
3.
The Office of Public Counsel (OPC) has stated to the Staff that it does not oppose Commission approval of the Company's subject tariff revisions, but has not filed a pleading in this case stating that position.

4.
The Staff's recommendations to the Commission regarding this case are set out on page 4 of the Staff's Official Case File Memorandum ("Memorandum") that is included in the document that is attached hereto and labeled as Appendix A.

5.
Included with the Staff's Memorandum are various documents regarding the Company's Request and the Staff's investigation of the Request, including the Staff's ratemaking income statement, rate design workpapers and customer impact comparison.

6.
The Commission has the authority to approve the subject proposed tariff revisions in accordance with Sections 393.140(11) and 393.150, RSMo 2000.  In addition, Section 393.130.1, RSMo 2000 provides that all charges made by any water corporation for water service rendered or to be rendered shall be "just and reasonable."  The Staff’s agreement with the proposed tariff revisions is evidence that the rates and charges contained in the tariff revisions are just and reasonable, as that statute requires.
7.
The procedure followed in this case complies with the requirements of the Small Company Rate Increase Procedure in general, and with 4 CSR 240-3.635(1)(D) in particular.

Wherefore, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission issue an order consistent with the recommendations set out on page 4 of the Staff's Memorandum.
