ORDER SCHEDULING A SETTLEMENT CONFERENCE

Southwestern Bell Telephone Company filed revised UNE costs and rates on September 20, 2002, as required by the Commission’s Report and Order of August 6, 2002.  The Commission’s Staff and the Joint Sponsors filed responses to Southwestern Bell’s revised costs and rates on November 4.  In their responses, Staff and the Joint Sponsors disputed some of the revisions made by Southwestern Bell.  On November 22, Southwestern Bell replied to Staff and the Joint Sponsors by agreeing with some of their criticisms and rejecting others.

The parties still disagree on some questions and it appears that at least some of those disputes may need to be resolved by the Commission.  Rather than ask the parties to engage in another round of written responses, the Commission will schedule a conference for the purpose of identifying those issues that must be resolved by the Commission.  The parties are directed to bring such experts to the conference as are needed to discuss, and possibly resolve the issues that remain in dispute.  Following the conference, the Commission will require the parties to submit a pleading identifying any remaining issues, and recommending a procedural schedule by which the Commission can quickly resolve those remaining issues.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That a conference will be held on December 9, 2002, beginning at 10:00 a.m. The conference will be held at the Commission’s offices at the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  This conference will be held in a building that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. That no later than December 16, 2002, the parties shall submit a pleading identifying any remaining issues, and recommending a procedural schedule by which the Commission can quickly resolve those remaining issues.

That this order shall become effective on December 5, 2002.
