ORDER GRANTING CONTINUANCE

Syllabus


This order will grant the continuance which has been unanimously requested by the parties.  At the parties’ request, the Commission will not require any further action on this case until on or after October 1, 2003.  


  On May 6, the parties filed a document captioned Progress Report and Joint Motion for Further Stay of Proceedings.  Within this pleading, the parties state that CenturyTel of Missouri has been conducting public meetings, to which the Public Counsel and Staff were invited, and has also been conducting the final phases of research and analysis in strategic planning with the goal of addressing the request as set out in the petition.  The parties have jointly requested a continuance until October 1 so that the ongoing process may be completed.


For good cause shown, the Commission will allow the parties to continue their negotiations without simultaneously attempting to meet filing deadlines with the Commission.  Moreover, this order will serve to toll the time period stated in 4 CSR 240-2.116 which would otherwise allow this case to be dismissed for lack of activity for 90 days.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That  the joint motion for further stay of proceedings is granted and no further pleadings shall be required until October 1, 2003.

2. That the parties, jointly or severally, shall file a progress report on October 1, 2003, unless they choose to do so sooner, setting out the posture of this case at that time.

3. That in order to facilitate efficient supervision of similar cases now pending before the Commission, this case will be reassigned to Senior Judge Vicky Ruth. 

4. That this order shall be effective on the date hereof.
