ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME TO RESPOND

On November 7, 2002, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, filed a Motion for Extension of Time.  Southwestern Bell’s motion indicates that on November 4 the Joint Sponsors and the Staff of the Commission filed detailed responses to the revised rates compiled by Southwestern Bell Telephone Company in compliance with the determinations made by the Commission in its report and order issued on August 6, 2002.  Under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15), a party is allowed ten days in which to respond to any pleading, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.   Southwestern Bell indicates that because of the extensive and detailed issues raised by the Joint Sponsors and Staff, it cannot prepare and file an appropriate reply until November 22, eighteen days after the filing of the Joint Sponsors’ and Staff’s pleadings.  Therefore, Southwestern Bell requests an extension of time in which to file its reply.

Southwestern Bell indicates that no party opposes its motion and the Commission agrees that the request for more time in which to respond is reasonable. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s Motion for Extension of Time is granted.

2. That Southwestern Bell Telephone Company shall file its reply to the responses of the Joint Sponsors and the Staff of the Commission no later than November 22, 2002. 

3. That this order shall become effective on November 18, 2002.
