ORDER GRANTING ADDITIONAL CONTINUANCE

On March 31, 2004, the Office of the Public Counsel, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC filed a Progress Report and Joint Motion for Further Stay of Proceedings.  The parties indicate that CenturyTel has continued its planning and product development process in a diligent manner.  However, based on its research and analysis to date, CenturyTel must continue its internal process to formulate a product solution that will address the various issues.  The parties therefore request that the Commission continue to defer any action in response to Public Counsel’s petition until September 1, 2004.  The parties affirm that they will file a report on or before that date to outline the posture of the case at that time.

The Commission has reviewed the parties’ request for a continuance and finds that it is reasonable and should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Joint Motion for Further Stay of Proceedings, filed on March 31, 2004, is granted.

2. That the parties shall file a progress report no later than September 1, 2004.
