ORDER DENYING REQUEST FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER
Syllabus:  This order denies the request for a protective order for failure to comply with Commission rules.

On November 7, 2003, Missouri RSA No. 7 Limited Partnership d/b/a Mid‑Missouri Cellular filed a motion to establish a protective order.  Mid‑Missouri’s motion does not comply with 4 CSR 240‑2.085(1) and must be denied.

Mid‑Missouri Cellular, as its sole basis for requesting a protective order, stated that it “may need to submit Highly Confidential information in support of its Application.”

4 CSR 240‑2.085(1) requires that a party seeking a protective order state with particularity why it seeks protection and what harm may occur if the information is made public, and state that none of the information sought to be protected has already been made public.  Mid‑Missouri Cellular complied with none of these requirements.  The Commission will deny the request.  Mid‑Missouri Cellular is, of course, free to again request a protective order, providing it can meet the requirements of 4 CSR 240‑2.085(1).

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by Missouri RSA No. 7 Limited Partnership d/b/a Mid-Missouri Cellular is denied. 

That this order shall become effective on November 20, 2003.
