ORDER CANCELING PRIVATE PAY TELEPHONE CERTIFICATE

This order cancels the private pay telephone certificate of Paytel, Inc.

David Dennis, Secretary of Paytel, Inc., submitted a letter to the Missouri Public Service Commission on March 19, 2002, asking the Commission to cancel Paytel, Inc.’s certificate to provide private pay telephone service.  Paytel, Inc., was granted a certificate in Case No. TA‑97-419.  Mr. Dennis stated that Paytel, Inc., no longer provides private pay telephone service.  No objections have been filed. 

Staff filed a Status Report on May 2, 2002.  In its Report, Staff states that it found no amount due from the years the company reported its income.  Staff also stated that the cancellation of Paytel’s certificate would not affect any other pending matters before the Commission.  Staff recommends that the Commission cancel the certificate.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over the granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commis​sion has reviewed the letter and Staff’s recommendation, and finds that the private payphone certificate granted to Paytel, Inc., in Case No. TA-97-419 should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the private payphone certificate granted to Paytel, Inc., in Case No. TA-97-419 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 23, 2002.

3. That this case may be closed on May 24, 2002.
