ORDER TERMINATING CERTIFICATE

On March 5, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed with the Commission its motion to open a case and cancel the payphone certificate of service authority of Leland L. Schremp.

Staff stated that on July 24, 1992, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone services to Leland L. Schremp in case number TA‑92‑271.  Staff noted that on April 1, 2002, Schremp filed a statement of revenue declaring, “Phones are not (sic) longer in service.  No revenue collected in 2001.”  Staff has made an investigation and reports that Schremp owes no assessments and that no other matters are pending before the Commission.

Staff noted that the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Sec​tion 392.410.5, RSMo, as currently supplemented, which states, “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that the certificate of service authority granted to Leland L. Schremp in case number TA‑92‑271 will be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the certificate of authority and tariffs granted in case number TA‑92‑271 to Leland L. Schremp will be canceled on March 16, 2003.
