ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On January 31, 2005, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Third Status Report.  In its report, Staff recommends that the Commission:  1) direct the Applicant to file a statement advising the Commission and the parties whether the application remains unchanged or to alternatively identify specific modifications to the application as a result of the conference discussions; and 2) direct CenturyTel to file illustrative tariff sheets and any supporting documentation if CenturyTel proposes to increase or establish new rates designed to maintain revenue neutrality, including the recovery of any new costs associated with implementing the new proposal, within 90 days from the Applicant’s filing.
The Commission has reviewed the Staff’s report and finds that its suggestions are reasonable.  Therefore, the Commission will direct the Applicant to file a statement s suggested by Staff, and will direct CenturyTel to make certain filings.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than February 24, 2005, the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a statement advising the Commission and the parties whether the application remains unchanged, or advising the Commission of the specific modifications to the application.  Responses shall be filed within ten days of Public Counsel’s filing.
2. That CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, shall file illustrative tariff sheets and any supporting documentation if the company proposes to increase or establish new rates designed to maintain revenue neutrality, including the recovery of any new costs associated with implementing the new proposal.  CenturyTel shall make this filing within 90 days of the Applicant’s filing from Ordered Paragraph 1.  If CenturyTel does not intend to increase or establish new rates, the company shall file a notice to that effect.

3. That this order shall become effective on February 14, 2005.
