SUBJECT: Staff Recommendation to Cancel Certificate of Service

         Authority to Provide Private Pay Telephone Service

DATE:    May 16, 2002 

On May 10, 2002, Richard Green filed a letter requesting cancellation of his certificate.  On May 14, 2002 the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing which orders the Staff to determine whether there is a certificate issued to Richard and Lana Green and, if so, whether it should be canceled.

Richard & Lana Green were granted certificate of service authority by this Commission to provide private pay telephone service on June 7, 1995 in Case No. TA-95-346.  The Commission has the authority to cancel a certificate under Section 392.410.5, which states, “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  

The Telecommunications Department Staff (Staff) has no objections to Mr. Green’s request for cancellation and recommends that the Commission issue an order to cancel his certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service.  The Staff is unaware of any other filing which affects or which would be affected by this proposal.  
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
