ORDER TERMINATING IXC CERTIFICATE 

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

On February 4, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed with the Commission its motion to open a case and cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of Contact America, Inc.  This order grants that motion.

Staff’s pleading stated that on September 30, 1991, the Commission issued an order approving the sale of Contact’s assets to LDDS of Kansas City, Inc., d/b/a LDDS Communications, in case number TM‑92‑29, but that the order in that case did not cancel Contact’s certificate and tariffs.  

Staff stated that it had received a letter dated January 22, 2003, from Ed D. Robertson, president of Contact, who stated that Contact has not provided interexchange telecommunications services since September 30, 1991, and that Contact wishes to be advised on canceling its certificate of service authority.  Staff noted that on January 29, 2003, Staff counsel called Robertson and confirmed with him that Contact has not engaged in interexchange telecommunications services since September 30, 1991; that Contact has no intention to engage in future telecommunications services in Missouri; and that Contact requests cancellation of its certificate of service authority for interexchange telecommunications and its accompanying tariff. 

Staff informed the Commission that Contact has no amount due and owing to the Commission.  Further, Staff noted, Contact has not filed an annual report to the Commission for 2001, 2000, 1999, 1998, and 1997.  

Staff stated that the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Sec​tion 392.410.5, which states, “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

In a pleading filed February 14, 2003, Staff noted that in case number TO‑84‑223, the Commission granted Eddie D. Robertson, d/b/a Contact America, a certificate of convenience and necessity to provide intrastate interLATA and intraLATA toll telecommunications services in Missouri.  (The Commission notes that the certificate was granted and the tariff approved in an order issued on June 29, 1988.)  The pleading also noted that in case number TM‑88‑265, the Commission granted the application of Eddie D. Robertson, d/b/a Contact America, to approve the transfer of its franchise, facilities and system to Contact America, Inc.  (The Commission notes that the order approving the transfer was issued on June 15, 1988.)

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that both the certificate of service authority granted to and accompanying tariff approved for Contact will be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That both the certificate of service authority granted to and accompanying tariff approved for Contact America, Inc. in case number TO‑84‑223 will be canceled on February 28, 2003.

That this order will become effective on February 28, 2003.

That this case may be closed on March 1, 2003.
