ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE FOR SUBMISSION OF REVISED RATES


On September 20, 2002, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri filed revised UNE rates intended to incorporate the changes ordered by the Commission in its Report and Order of August 6.  The Commission’s Staff and the Joint Sponsors took issue with some of the revised rates, arguing that SBC Missouri had failed to comply with the Commission’s order.  After much discussion and negotiation, the parties were able to resolve most of their disputes.  On February 4, 2003, the Commission issued a procedural schedule for the filing of briefs regarding the remaining issues.  On March 7, SBC Missouri’s attorney filed a letter indicating that the parties have resolved all remaining issues and indicating that no briefs would be filed.  On March 21, SBC Missouri and the Joint Sponsors filed a Joint Motion to Establish Additional Procedural Dates.  

The Joint Motion would require SBC Missouri to submit newly revised rates on April 25.  It would also establish a date for the filing of objections or comments by other parties and would establish a time for the filing of a reply by SBC Missouri.  The Joint Motion represents that the Staff and the Office of the Public Counsel concur in the recommended procedural schedule.    


As the parties now agree on the means by which SBC Missouri is to calculate rates in compliance with the Commission’s report and order, there is no need for any further briefing.  Therefore, the existing briefing schedule will be canceled.  The procedural schedule recommended in the Joint Motion is reasonable, is not opposed by any party, and will be established. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the procedural schedule established on February 4, 2003, as modified on February 27, 2003, is canceled.
