ORDER DIRECTING FILING

The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a Motion to Open Case and Staff Recommendation on November 5, 2002.  In its memorandum, the Staff suggested that the Commission issue an order finding that the surcharge for the Relay Missouri Program should remain at its current level of $.09 per access line per month.  However, Staff also indicated that the balance in the Deaf Relay Service and Equipment Distribution Program (DRS and EDP) Fund at the end of September 2002 was $6,488,386.  The Commission is concerned about this large balance in the DRS and EDP fund.  Therefore, the Commission requires further information regarding Staff’s review and its determination that, in spite of the large fund balance, the surcharge should remain at its current level.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That as soon as practicable, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a supplemental memorandum further explaining its recommendation that the surcharge should remain at its current level of $.09 per access line per month.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall expeditiously file a notice indicating when Staff anticipates filing its supplemental memorandum.

That this order shall become effective on February 10, 2003.
