ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF STATUS REPORT

On August 31, 2004, the Office of the Public Counsel, the Commission’s Staff, and CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, filed a Progress Report and Joint Motion for further Stay of Proceedings, which the Commission granted.  In their joint motion, the parties indicated that the MCA/Calling Scope Task Force case might impact the issues in this case.  The parties therefore requested that the Commission continue to defer any action in response to Public Counsel’s petition until the Task Force concludes its work.  The parties further stated that within 30 days of the final action of the Task Force, they would file a report outlining the posture of this case.  

Staff filed the Task Force’s Final Report in Case No. TW‑2004‑0471 on September 29, 2004.  Staff filed a notice to that effect in this case on October 6, 2004.

The Commission will therefore direct Staff to file its report outlining the posture of this case.  Although the Commission will not change the 30-day deadline for the filing of the report, the Commission will encourage its Staff to file the report as soon as possible as the Commission anticipates discussing this case during its Agenda session on either October 19 or October 21.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than October 29, 2004, the Commission’s Staff shall file its report as indicated above.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 7, 2004.
