ORDER TERMINATING IXC AND BASIC LOCAL CERTIFICATES 

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFFS 

On February 10, 2003, Mpower Communications Corp. filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an application to cancel the certificates of service authority of Mpower.  This order grants that motion.

In its motion, Mpower stated that the Commission granted Mpower a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services in case number TA‑2000‑453 on March 22, 2000, and a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services in case number TA‑2000‑812 on July 20, 2000.  

Mpower stated that it decided to leave “the local exchange market in Missouri in 2001.”  Mpower said that it “no longer maintains a network in Missouri and does not have any customers in the state….”

On February 26, 2003, the Commission’s Staff filed its recommendation.  Staff noted that the company’s name was MGC Communications, Inc., when it was granted its certificates of service authority and, further, that it changed its name to Mpower Communications Corp. in case number TO‑2002‑122.  Staff confirmed that Mpower has no annual report or assessment fees overdue.  Staff stated that it has no objections to the application and recommends that the Commission cancel Mpower’s certificates of service authority.  

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Sec​tion 392.410.5, which states, “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that it will cancel both the certificate of service authority for basic local telecommunications services granted to Mpower in case number TA‑2000‑453 and the certificate of service authority for intrastate interexchange telecommunications services granted to Mpower in case number TA‑2000‑812.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services granted to Mpower Communications Corp., f/k/a MGC Communications, Inc., in case number TA‑2000‑453 and accompanying tariffs will be canceled on March 8, 2003.

2.
That the certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services granted to Mpower Communications Corp., f/k/a MGC Communications, Inc., in case number TA‑2000‑812 and accompanying tariffs will be canceled on March 8, 2003.

3.
That this order will become effective on March 8, 2003.

That this case may be closed on March 9, 2003.
