SECOND ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On August 13, 2003, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri filed tariff sheets to allow SBC to suspend billing and collection services for customers in breach of their agreement with SBC.  The tariff sheets bore an effective date of September 12, 2003.   

On September 8, SBC filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Respond, and extended the tariff effective date to September 26.  The Commission extended the deadline for SBC and the Staff of the Commission to file pleadings to September 18.

On September 18, SBC filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Respond, and extended the tariff effective date to October 10.  SBC asked the Commission to extend the deadline for responses to September 29.    

The Commission has reviewed SBC’s motion, finds it to be reasonable, and will grant it.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:  

1. That the Motion for Extension of Time filed by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri on September 18, 2003, is granted.

2. That Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri and the Staff of the Commission shall file pleadings in response to AT&T of the Southwest, Inc., Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. no later than September 29, 2003.
