ORDER REGARDING TARIFF 


On November 12, 2003, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri issued a tariff revision concerning commingling and unbundled network elements.  The tariff carries an effective date of December 12, 2003.

On December 5, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC filed a motion asking the Commission to suspend SBC’s proposed tariff.  MCI argues that the SBC tariff would place inappropriate limitations and conditions upon commingling.  MCI asks the Commission to either reject SBC’s tariff or suspend it for investigation.  SBC filed a response to MCI’s motion on December 8.


On December 3, before MCI filed its motion to suspend, the Commission’s Staff submitted a routing slip in which it recommended that the Commission approve SBC’s tariff.  Staff agrees with SBC’s contention that the proposed tariffs comport with the Federal Communications Commission’s Triennial Review Order and points out that the FCC has already approved an SBC tariff filing that contained similar language.

The Commission would like more time to consider SBC’s tariff and MCI’s objections. Therefore, the Commission will suspend SBC’s tariff for 30 days, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheets issued on November 12, 2003, by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri, and assigned Tariff No. JI-2004-0654, are suspended for a period of 30 days beyond December 12, 2003, to January 11, 2004, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.
