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On December 30, 2004, Secured Technologies, L.C. (ST), a competitive telecommunications company, filed its Surrender of Certificate of Service Authority.  On January 4, 2005, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing which orders Staff to respond to ST’s application no later than January 19, 2005.  

ST was granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications service on January 12, 1999, in Case No. TA-99-251.    According to ST’s pleading, the company has no customers so cancellation of the certificate of service authority is not detrimental to the public interest.  The Staff has no objection to the request for cancellation and recommends that the Commission issue an order to cancel ST’s certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications service and accompanying tariff, P.S.C. MO No. 1.  On January 29, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against ST for failure to file its 2002 Annual Report (Case No. TC-2004-0310).  The Commission’s Report and Order issued on September 9, 2004, directed Staff to bring a penalty action against ST in circuit court.  The case was closed on September 20, 2004.
