ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 30, 2004, Comdata Telecommunications Services, Inc., filed a pleading surrendering its certificate of service authority.  The company also requested any necessary waiver of its 2005 filing requirements.

On January 7, 2005, the Staff of the Commission filed its Memorandum, recommending that the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority granted to Comdata Telecommunications, Inc., on January 25, 1996.  Staff did not set out its position with regard to the company’s request for waiver of any 2005 filing requirements.

The Commission will therefore require that Staff file a pleading clarifying the information set out in its Memorandum and to give its recommendation with regard to the company’s request for a waiver.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file no later than January 26, 2005, a pleading clarifying whether the company’s name is Comdata Telecommunications Services, Inc., or Comdata Telecommunications, Inc.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall include in its pleading a recommendation with regard to Comdata Telecommunications Services, Inc.’s request for any necessary waiver of its 2005 filing obligations.
3. That this order shall become effective on January 12, 2005.
