ORDER CONSOLIDATING CASES
On March 16, 2005, Emerald Pointe Utility Company applied with the Commission requesting authority to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage, and maintain a water and sewer system in an unincorporated portion of Taney County, Missouri.  Emerald Pointe filed a Motion to Consolidate in both cases, claiming that the cases have common questions of law and fact.   

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.110(3) states that the Commission may consolidate cases that involve related questions of law or fact.  The Commission finds that Cases WA-2005-0306 and SA-2005-0307 involve related questions of law and fact, and that the Commission should therefore consolidate them.  The Commission will designate Case No. WA-2005-0306 as the lead case.  All further pleadings in this matter should bear Case No. WA-2005-0306.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Emerald Pointe Utility Company’s Motions to Consolidate filed in Cases No. WA-2005-0306 and SA-2005-0307 are granted.
2. That Case No. SA-2005-0307 is consolidated with Case No. WA-2005-0306.

3. That Case No. WA-2005-0306 shall be the lead case, and that all pleadings in this matter shall bear Case No. WA-2005-0306.

4. That this order shall become effective on March 18, 2005.
