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NOTICE


Comes now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and notifies the Commission and other parties as follows:

 
1.
On August 6, 2003, Staff filed a Motion to Compel Missouri American Water Company (MAWC or Company) to respond to certain data requests seeking depreciation data.  Staff also filed a motion for expedited treatment of its motion to compel.  The Commission has yet to rule on either motion.

2.
During the interim, MAWC has provided Staff with the updated depreciation data files it sought on the St. Louis County district; data files for three years for the Jefferson City district, all of the files that MAWC has in its possession; and has provided several iterations of depreciation data files for the Company’s other districts, all of which files contain unexplained anomalies.

MAWC has produced the depreciation data sought by Staff for the St. Louis County and Jefferson City districts, albeit more than fifty days out of time.  Furthermore, it appears unlikely that the Company can produce corrected depreciation data files for its other operating districts; in any event, the Staff would not have adequate time to utilize such files even if the Company could produce them at this time.

4.
Because of time constraints, Staff cannot further delay the preparation of its direct testimony in this case.  Staff will consider the information provided to date by the Company in preparation of its direct testimony in this proceeding.  

5.
Because no useful purpose would be served by the issuance of a motion to compel at this time, Staff hereby withdraws its motion to compel.

WHEREFORE, based upon the foregoing, the Staff respectfully notifies the Commission and the other parties that it withdraws its motion to compel filed on August 6, 2003.
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
