ORDER SCHEDULING LOCAL PUBLIC HEARING AND DIRECTING TANEY COUNTY UTILITIES CORPORATION TO NOTIFY ITS CUSTOMERS

On March 18, 2004, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a motion asking the Commission to schedule a local public hearing regarding Taney County Utilities Corporation’s request for a water and sewer rate increase.  The Commission agrees that a local public hearing is appropriate and will schedule such a hearing.  The Commission will direct Taney County Utilities to notify its customers of the local public hearing.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That a local public hearing shall be held on April 6, 2004, at the Reeds Spring Regional Telecommunications Community Resource Center, located at the Reeds Spring High School, Hwy 413 South, Reeds Spring, Missouri.  The local public hearing will commence at 6:30 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 8:30 p.m.  An informal question and answer session will be conducted before the hearing, beginning at 6:00 p.m.  A video-conference link will be established with the Commission’s office in Jefferson City and the Commissioners will take part in the local public hearing by video-conference.  The local public hearing will be held in a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. 2. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall be available one-half hour before the start of the local public hearing to answer questions from the public.

3. That Taney County Utilities Corporation shall notify its customers of the time and location of the local public hearing by mailing a letter to those customers no later than March 31, 2004.  Taney County Utilities Corporation shall consult with the Staff of the Commission and with the Office of the Public Counsel regarding appropriate wording for the notification letter. 

That this order shall become effective on March 25, 2004.
