SECOND ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF REPORT

This order directs the Staff of the Commission and Foxfire Utility Company to file a schedule of when improvements in Foxfire’s system can be expected.

The Staff report filed on July 2, 2003, in this case and in case number SR‑2002‑1163, stated “that little work has been done since the rate increase went into effect, but...the Company now has plans to move forward with certain projects.”  The report then lists several projects to improve service that are contemplated by Foxfire in both the Spring Branch water service area in Benton County and the Lantern Bay water and sewer service areas in Stone County.  There are no completion dates for any of the proposed projects.

Thus, the Commission will order its Staff, with Foxfire’s assistance, to prepare a schedule which must list all of the improvements that Foxfire intends to make and a date when the Commission should expect each of the projects to be completed.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, with the assistance of Foxfire Utility Company, must file by August 29, 2003, a schedule listing all of the improvements that Foxfire intends to make and a date when the Commission should expect each of the projects to be completed.

2. That if the Office of the Public Counsel wishes to respond, it must do so by September 8, 2003.

3. That this order will become effective on August 1, 2003.
