ORDER DIRECTING STAFF AND PUBLIC COUNSEL TO FILE RECOMMENDATIONS 

On March 3, 2004, Taney County Utilities Corporation filed revised tariffs that would increase its water and sewer rates.  An agreement between the Staff of the Commission and Taney County Utilities regarding disposition of the small company rate increase was filed on March 17.  A local public hearing regarding the proposed rate increase was held on April 6.  

4 CSR 240-3.635 requires the Office of the Public Counsel to file a pleading indicating agreement or disagreement with the tariff within seven days after the local public hearing.  The disposition agreement requires Staff to file an additional pleading regarding the tariffs.  Neither Public Counsel nor Staff has filed the required pleadings.  

The tariffs originally carried an effective date of April 17, but on April 15, the Commission suspended the tariffs for thirty days to allow more time for Staff and Public Counsel to file recommendations regarding those tariffs.  Still, neither Staff nor the Office of the Public Counsel has yet filed a recommendation regarding the tariffs.

The Commission must quickly act on Taney County Utilities’ tariffs, and the Staff and the Public Counsel will be ordered to file their recommendations promptly.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding Taney County Utilities Corporation’s requested small company rate increase no later than noon on May 11, 2004.     

2.
That the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a recommendation regarding Taney County Utilities Corporation’s requested small company rate increase no later than noon on May 11, 2004.  

3.
That this order shall become effective on May 6, 2004.
