ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF TARIFF REVISIONS IN THIS CASE

On May 13, 2004, the Commission approved an agreement between the Staff of the Commission and Taney County Utilities Corporation, regarding disposition of Taney County Utilities’ small company water and sewer rate increase request.  That order also approved implementing tariffs submitted by Taney County Utilities.  On October 26, the Staff of the Commission filed a Motion to Re-Open Case and Request to Allow Filing of Additional Tariff Revisions.   

Staff’s motion explains that the rates set out in the tariff submitted by Taney County Utilities, and approved by the Commission, differed slightly from the rates to which the parties agreed in the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request, which the Commission also approved.  The specific inconsistencies are as follows: the Monthly Minimum charge established in the tariff was $7.86 when the Agreement called for a monthly rate of $7.87; the Retail Commodity rate established in the tariff was $3.51 per 1,000 gallons when the Agreement called for a rate of $3.53 per 1,000 gallons; and the Wholesale Commodity rate established in the tariff was $0.92 per 1,000 gallons when the Agreement called for a rate of $0.93 per $1,000 gallons.  Staff asks the Commission to authorize Taney County Utilities to file a revised tariff to implement the rates actually contemplated in the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request.

Staff’s motion represents that it has discussed this motion with Taney County Utilities and that the company agrees that the relief requested by Staff is the best approach to correct these errors.  Staff’s motion also represents that the Office of the Public Counsel does not object to the corrective tariff filing that Staff proposes.

The Commission appreciates Staff’s desire to bring this matter to the attention of the Commission in a clear and forthright manner, and Staff pleading has accomplished that purpose.  Taney County Utilities could file a revised tariff without any further authorization from the Commission, but it would be desirable for that tariff filing to be made in this case.  Therefore, the Commission will grant Staff’s request and will direct Taney County Utilities to file its revised tariff in this case.  The Commission is not approving such a tariff filing in this order, but the tariff will be given due consideration when it is filed. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That if Taney County Utilities Corporation wishes to file a tariff to revise the rates in its tariffs to comply with the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request, previously approved by the Commission, it may do so in this case.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 27, 2004.
